                                                       Kiddiwinks Pre-School
Kiddiwinks Pre-School is a community group with a charitable status, run by the parents of children attending the group.

The group is a member of the Pre-School Learning Alliance (PSLA) which is a national organisation to help meet the needs of under fives. They also provide courses and training for staff and parents.

Progress Booklets (Journals) are kept for your child, which you are welcome to see at any time. Progress information will be passed on to your child’s next school, unless you tell us otherwise.     

When can my child start ?
Your child can start Pre-School any time after their 2nd Birthday (the term after for funded 2 year olds)
You may visit the group as many times as you like to get your child used to the surroundings before they start on their own.                                     
Water Drinking Bottle

Please can you provide a water drinking bottle, with a sports cap on it. The children are then 
able to help themselves to a drink of water if they need to. Please use a plastic one as we sterilise these.
(We provide a drink of Milk or Squash at snack time and ask for a voluntary donation towards ).
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EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE
Our main focus for the children is to learn through play. The children learn to socialise within their own peer group, in a relaxed atmosphere.  All the activities we plan for the children are focused around the 7 Aspects of learning from the Early years foundation stage (EYFS). The Foundation Stage includes ‘Free flow’ where the children are able to go outside when they wish, we try to have the same ‘Learning Goals’ outside as inside.  As the children progress through their time with us, they will be introduced to some of the activities that will be expected of them as they start school, from learning to become independent and develop self help skills, to undertaking worksheets covering basic numeracy and literacy.  Your child will continue with the Foundation Stage until the end of their first year at Primary School.  We have strong links with Paxcroft School and in the Summer Term we have visits with the Reception class and Story Time with the Reception Class Teacher; with a view to making the Transition from Pre-School as smooth as possible. 
Lunch Club
Our aim with the Lunch Club is to provide a relaxing time for eating and socialising, to develop the children’s independence and sense of self worth. Children need to bring a packed lunch.  

A leaflet is available on the Notice Board to give you ideas on what to provide for lunch.
                                           What to expect
The staff provide a safe, stimulating environment for your child to develop and learn through play at their own pace. The ratio for the 2 year olds is 1 adult to 4 children allowing plenty of 1:1 time where needed. The ratio for 3-4 year olds is 1 adult to 8 children (although we like to keep it to 1 to 6 where possible).
The majority of the time for 3 & 4 year olds is free-play - where your child chooses what to do, but is encouraged to join in with the activity of that day learning journals are kept on each child, which drawings and worksheets are sometimes kept for. There is always a variety of toys and equipment which provide them with the opportunity to be creative and imaginative, gain confidence both physically and socially, develop learning skills and learn to share & play with other children. The children then help tidy up ready for a drink & a snack - which is mostly fruit, salad or veg, after which the children all take part in a group activity e.g. circle games,
exercise to music & board games. Singing or a story then completes the session.  Please collect your child on time as it can be worrying for them if you do not arrive with the other parents. Children will not be allowed to leave with anybody other than the person/s stated on the registration form, unless the staff have been informed.       
How to dress your child for Pre-School  
Please do not dress your child in best clothes, they do wear aprons when painting but can still get messy.  We would prefer it if your child did not wear dungarees as these are difficult for them to undo by themselves.  If your child is not completely dry yet or you are training them, please send them in ‘pull ups’  & provide a bag with a change of clothes & wipes for them.                     Please put your child’s name in Coats and Jumpers to avoid any mix ups.

When not to send your child to Pre-School
If your child is unwell, please do not send them to the session and inform the staff if they have anything infectious. If your child has had sickness or diarrhea they must not re-attend until at least 48 hours after their last bought of it.  The staff attend first aid courses and would contact you during a session if they think it necessary. If your child gets Head Lice or Worms, please let the Pre-School know.  
When your child is absent their fees (where applicable) still need to be paid as the Pre-School running expenses still has to be met. In some circumstances e.g. if a child is in hospital for a number of weeks, fees may be waived at the discretion of the committee. 
Please let a member of staff know in plenty of time if your child will no longer require a place.
                                         Parents Role
We encourage parents to be involved as much as possible, as this helps your child to settle in & feel more secure. If you would like to come & help you will be very welcome, you may like to read to the children or just generally help & play with them. Your support is needed in other ways such as with fundraising etc. If you are ever unsure or unhappy about anything, however small it may seem, please don’t hesitate to approach a member of staff for their advice.

We also have a washing Rota for towels and aprons to be taken home to wash, (about once a Half Term) if you feel you are unable to participate please let a member of staff know.
